Treasurer’s Report (Thompson): $3,824.11 balance, 6 NA members of 14 members present, no quorum present. Thompson reminded the members that it is time to renew our memberships. Dues are $25 for NAs, and $5 for individuals. Renewal information here. Hill spoke to Eric Westlander, resident in a neighborhood south of the KU campus (Cordley?). They are concerned about development across from Cordley School on Vermont. She encouraged him to join LAN. 
Old Business
Permitted Parking: Joyce reached out to Brad Harrell to invite him to talk to us about permitted parking. She has not heard from him. She will try to schedule him for a future meeting.
Sheri Ellenbecker questions regarding recycling of plastic: Sheri did not attend.
New Business

Funds for NAs: Joyce spoke with Danny Walters regarding money the city was able to provide to NAs. Final accounting for recipients of 2022 grants is due in February. The city has earmarked $5000 for the NAs. Payments will be sent in two installments. Hill asked for clarification about whether it was $5000 per neighborhood or $5000 total.  Joyce did not know and will ask for clarification. Collison stated that the funds are $5000 for each neighborhood that meets the low-income guidelines. Joyce will continue to investigate this program and report at the next meeting. 
Potential Speakers: Two people have contacted LAN to speak. Doug Wendel with Senior Resource Center, and Richard Llewelyn, Chief of Fire Department. Webber suggested Wendel speak in February, and that Webber and Joyce meet at the Fire Station and investigate a hybrid meeting there in March with the Chief presenting. Webber will contact the brick sidewalk subcommittee to see if they have any information to pass on at a future meeting.
School Budget: Stumblingbear attended a public input meeting on school budget negotiations. The Superintendent reported on progress. 8 input stations were available. There were questions about why only one plan, limited options, etc. Stumblingbear encouraged others to provide input.

· Barker: Winkler reported the installation of an electronic speed sign on Learnard in Barker.

· East Lawrence: Collison reported that they are having the yard sale on last Saturday of March. The bar at 9th and Pennsylvania requested a parking variance from 21 to 4 spaces, and the board of zoning appeals permitted the variance. The staff report did not recommend the variance. They are considering an appeal of this decision.

· Old West Lawrence: no report.
· Oread Residents: Thompson stated that they were worried about the convention center at the stadium.
· Pinkney Neighborhood: no report.

· Schwegler: Joyce reported that they are dealing with the crossing development and traffic issues.
· Southsiders: Heeb asked if there was a place in the city to deposit plastic. She also asked if anyone had any insight into school closures. No one had information on either item (Stumblingbear had not arrived).

· Sunset Hill: Webber reported that neighbors have petitioned for traffic controls on Crestline. Data has been gathered and a report is expected in 2 weeks.
