Behavioral Sciences Review Group Call for Proposals

The Behavioral Sciences Review Group (BSRG) is a standing grant development committee formed through a partnership between Applied Behavioral Science and Life Span Institute. In brief, the goal of the group is to contribute to the sustainability of the behavioral science research mission of the University of Kansas. The BSRG works toward this goal by providing structure and mentoring for unfunded investigators in the Social and Behavioral Sciences as they develop federal grant proposals. This call is part of a 2-year pilot program funded by the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences to begin building on and expanding the existing BSRG. 

Purpose: To support the development of successful federal grant proposals from faculty in the Social and Behavioral Sciences. 

Description of the BSRG process: Principal Investigators (PIs) in the BSRG develop a draft of a grant proposal. The proposal is then read and reviewed by at least 2 KU scientists familiar with the targeted funding agency. Following this review, internal reviewers and PIs meet to discuss the proposals, and suggest improvements. This is intended to be a, “pull no punches” meeting that recognizes the rigor of federal review panels. The goal of the BSRG is to give PIs’ proposals the best chance of funding at the federal level following spirited internal review. After the review meeting, PIs revise their work and follow through with the submission. 

Eligibility: To be eligible for participation in this round of the BSRG the faculty must be planning a proposal that could be submitted to a federal funder (NIH, NSF, IES). Faculty at all ranks are encouraged to apply, however, priority will be given to faculty without a history of federal funding. Finally, the faculty submitting the BSRG application must be named as the Principal Investigator on the proposal. 

Materials required: To apply PIs should submit a letter of intent by March 31st. The letter of intent should: 1) describe the research proposal and its fit within the PIs larger program of research; 2) describe the study team; 3) describe the status of the proposal (e.g., 1st draft, previously submitted); 4) name a KU or KUMC faculty member who you believe would be a good internal reviewer for the proposal (this should not be a member of the study team). Timeline: The current call for proposals targets a Fall 2017 submission. 

1. February 28th call for proposals issued
2. March 31st 1 page letter of intent due
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]April 7th participants selected
4. June 1st federal proposal due
5. July 1st review of proposal due from internal reviewers
6. August 1st mock study section
7. August—October revise and submit
