The Undergraduate Committee proses to change the required Introduction to Political Theory (POLS 301 or 302) to a broader Diversity and Social Justice requirement. Below is the current required course list followed by the proposed course list.   

Current Required Courses:
(1) Introduction to U.S. Politics (POLS 110 or 111), and either

(2) Introduction to Comparative Politics (POLS 150 or 151) or
 Introduction to International Politics (POLS 170 or 171)

(3) Introduction to Political Theory (POLS 301 or 302) and

(4) Political Science Methods of Inquiry (POLS 306) and

*Additional Requirements for Major:
(5) Electives- 18 required credit hours (15 hours at 400 level or above)


The committee proposes to stop requiring POLS 301 and let students select one elective to fulfill the Diversity and Social Justice major the requirement.
